Class entry 
You will need to complete an entry from for each horse, and clearly state the class number 
for each day that you want to enter.  Please note; you are NOT automatically entered into 
ANY of the classes.  Entries close on Monday 3rd May. 
 
All the Championship classes will be drawn order.  The draw will take place at 5pm on Friday 
evening and will be available in the show office, marquee and be posted on the website.  It 
would be helpful if we’re notified of any withdrawals, so we can advise the class judges and 
ring stewards accordingly

and rosettes will be awarded in both.
